Race Attire
You are more than welcome to wear your fiesta attire to the 5k Fiesta! Bring on the sombreros!

Race Etiquette
Line up at the starting line according to how fast you plan to run or walk the event. Slower
walkers and runners should move to the back of the race pack. Run or walk no more than two
abreast.

Race Time Limit
45- 60 minutes

Course Markers
Visible markers will be positioned along course

Photography
Official Race photographer will be on the course and at the finish. Make sure you smile for the
photographer! Photos will be posted on our Arizona Ladies facebook and instagram pages, be
sure to give us a follow!

Water stations
Water stations will be placed along the course and at the finish line.

Finish Line
Keep moving after the finish line. There will be a station with prepackaged snacks and water.

Headphone
If you do use headphones, please keep one ear free and listen for instructions from the race
monitors.

Post Race
After you finish your event, you are more than welcome to stick around and cheer on your fellow
runners/ walkers. As mentioned at the finish line there will be water and prepackaged snacks.

Awards
Everyone will get a medal/pin for completing the 5k.
Arizona Ladies Ministries will also award the top 3 individuals that raise $500.00 plus. These
awards will not be given on the race day.



Frequently Asked Questions

Q: Are pets allowed?

A: Furry family members are not allowed at the 5K run/walk as the time allotted is
limited and will not allow for a leisure time of play.

Q: When is the last day to register?

A: Registration will end April 26th. The Mesa Riverview Parks and Recreation requires
a count of all participants prior to the event. We will not have onsite registration only
check-in.

Q: Are strollers/wagons allowed?

A: The course is fit for strollers, wagons, and wheelchairs. We ask that you stay
towards the back of the line and to the right of the path to allow runners to pass
easily. However, NO bikes, roller skates, rollerblades, etc. are allowed due to
liability.

Q: I registered but now I can’t make it, can I get a refund?

A: We understand life happens. Unfortunately, there are NO REFUNDS, no exceptions.
We will gladly transfer your entry to another individual of your choice.

Q: Will there be Port-a-potties on the course?

A: Yes, Port-a-potties will be placed in a designated area of the course near the start
line. In addition there are public facilities in the park.

Q: I raised more than $100.00. Who do I turn my money into?

A: Any monies above your registration fee should be turned into your local
church/pastor. (You/Your church will receive $50.00 credit from your registration fee.
